History

Edwinstowe is a village in the heart of Sherwood 
Forest, once home to the legendary Robin Hood. 
It is said that it was at the beautiful medieval 
church of St Mary’s, that Robin married Maid 
Marian. A statue in their honour can be found 
located in The High Street.

Edwinstowe takes its name from the holy 
shrine of King Edwin, the Saxon King of 
Northumbria. He was buried in Sherwood Forest  
where a small wooden chapel was later built.  
It is also home to the Grade ii listed St Mary’s 
Church.

Location

At the heart of the village, you’ll find an array  
of local amenities located on the High Street,  
including a small supermarket, bakers, butchers 
and numerous independent shops. 

Edwinstowe offers acres of stunning scenery 
where residents can enjoy peaceful walks.  
There are other picturesque areas to explore  
too, such as the breath-taking medieval ruins  
of Rufford Abbey, one of Nottingham’s most  
famous local attractions. Also, Grade I  
registered, Clumber Park, with 3,800 acres of 
beautiful open space, is a short distance away. 

Local School

St Mary’s Church of England Primary School and 
King Edwin Primary and Nursery School are both 
flourishing village schools located at the heart of 
the community. 

There are also many secondary schools that  
are ideally located in the nearby cities of  
Mansfield, Newark and Nottingham.

Commuters

Edwinstowe offers excellent road links, allowing  
those that live here to reach nearby cities,  
such as Lincoln, Leicester, Nottingham and  
Sheffield in less than an hour and providing  
scenic routes with easy accessibility to nearby 
towns.
